Rules for the WD/X/Q:  Copies of all rules, Guidelines and Suggested Line Procedures and the Entry Form are available to view and download on the ACC website at http://www.amchessieclub.org    Call or email with any additional questions.  Please take time to read through the requirements and procedures in advance.  This will help you and your dog to be successful.  Make sure you dog will pick up birds prior to you entering a test.
Requirements:
  WD:  back to back singles on land and water
  WDX:  a double on land and a double on water, dogs must be steady and deliver to hand
  WDQ:  a double on land, a land blind, a water blind and a combination triple consisting of two birds in 
             water and a third on land. Dogs must be steady and deliver to hand

Location:    Assunpink Wildlife Area, RT 195 and Imlaystown Road, Bordentown, NJ 08088

Directions:   NJ Turnpike to Exit 7A, then Rt 195 East about 6 miles, take the Imlaystown Exit, turn left at the top of the ramp, go straight through two stop signs and you will see signs for ACC WD, follow these.  Observe speed limits in the wildlife areas.

What to Bring:  Water for you and your dog, shade equipment for you and your dog, bug spray, lawn chair, boots, and lunch.  Please pickup all trash and take it with you.

**Note – Bitches in season cannot run and are not to be at the test or aired on the grounds.  Refunds are available; see the instructions in the WD Info and Rules.

Volunteers:  Works are always needed!  Please volunteer in advance to help shoot or throw, to help with parking or lunches or to marshal a stake. If you have equipment we could use let us know weeks in advance if possible.  Thanks!
